Chamber Ambassadors, members and the general public are invited to 
attend this brief welcoming ceremony. Afterwards, a picture of the 
celebration is placed in the Chamber newsletter and monthly newspaper 
ad for all to see. This is the first step in getting your name and face in

Getting Involved 2009 

Using the Website 

After joining, you will be given a Login Name and Password to use with 
the Chamber’s website, www.nwmetroportchamber.org.  Use this name 
and password to log in to the Members Only Section. From here you can 
update your membership information, manage your business 
representatives, edit your member web page, add Hot Deals and Job 
Postings and view the number of hits your profile receives daily. 
 
Update Your Membership Information – The Member Info section allows 
you to view, edit, and add information that chamber staff uses when 
working with your account. This includes your business information, 
business categories, your employees (representatives), and your 
ChamberMaster login name and password.  
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Edit Your Member Webpage – The Webpage Info section is where you 
view, edit and add the business information that you want the consumer 
to see when they view your business directory listing on the chamber’s 
website. Information in this section can be different than in the Member 
Info module. Other selections allow access to view your Member 
Information page as it will appear on the website.  

Hot Deals – Hot Deals are specials available to Chamber members that 
you may post for viewing on the Chamber website. Currently 
complimentary, you can set active dates for Hot Deals. The Hot Deals will 
automatically become inactive after the deadline set by the member has 
passed. Hot Deals must be approved by Chamber staff before being 
published to the website. 

Job Postings – Job Postings are job openings you may post for consumer 
viewing on the Chamber website. Currently complimentary, you can set 
active dates for the job postings. The postings will automatically become 
inactive after the deadline set by the member has passed. Job Postings 
must be approved by Chamber staff before being published to the 
website.  

User Manuals – User Manuals for the Chamber website as well as your 
personal Chamber webpage are available for viewing and/or download in 
the Member Only Section.

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The Chamber holds a general membership luncheon the first Tuesday of 
each month with the exception of January and July. The luncheons are 
held at Trophy Club Country Club (500 Trophy Club Drive, Trophy Club, 
TX).  
 
The first hour of the luncheon (11am-12pm) is primarily for networking 
with the lunch buffet opening at approximately 11:30am. Market tables 
are available for purchase and can be included in your membership 
depending on your investment level.  
 
The program begins with recognition of new members and renewing 
partners. Chamber announcements are followed by a five minute 
presentation from the luncheon sponsor. Sponsorships are available for 
each luncheon and are described below.  Please reserve your sponsorship 
early as they fill up quickly. 
 
Each month spotlights a different speaker. Topics range from 
motivational to economic development to education. Attendance 
averages 150 each month. The Northwest Metroport Chamber is known 
for having the highest attendance per membership size. 
 
Sponsor -Includes logo on all advertising (newsletter, newspaper ad, 
Weekly Wire, handouts, slide presentation, etc.) signage at luncheon, 
two reservations, ability to place information at each place setting, five 
minute commercial during program 
 
Market Table - Includes ability to display information on skirted 8 ft 
table provided by Chamber 
 
Reservation - $22 Members w/RSVP, $28 Members without RSVP, $32 Non 
Members 
 
Luncheon Package - Available in January, the Chamber offers a Monthly 
Luncheon Package at a discounted price of $200.00 to include 10 monthly 
luncheons in 2009. This provides a $20 savings over those who make a 
reservation each month.  
 
Sign up and pay for the Luncheon Package by January 30th to save time 
and money at registration. With the Luncheon Package, you’ll never 
question whether or not you have a reservation, and with the Chamber 
no longer invoicing for luncheon reservations, you can avoid any worry 
about bringing payment to the lunch. 
 
If you cannot attend one of the luncheons, another representative from 
your office can attend. Any unused luncheons will expire on December 
31, 2009.

Member Orientation 

Sponsorships are available for every Chamber 
function and play a very important role in the 
success of the Chamber.
